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Mulching Plants and Shrubs for Growth and Health

Coarse mulch applied at
the proper depth allows:

* Oxygen to enter the soil
e Carbon dioxide to exit soil

e Water to reach soil and roots
¢ Soil to retain moisture

Typically apply
mulch from 2 to
4 inches deep.

To help reduce rot,
avoid piling materials
against trunks or stems.
